Frequently Asked Questions;

1. What are the goals of Cub Scouting?

Friendship, adventure, learning, challenge, responsibility - These are a few of the many goals of cubing.

2. What is the difference between a DEN and the PACK?

A Den is a smaller (age or grade specific) group of boys with a leader or leaders. 

The Pack consists of all the Dens in the group.

3. How many Pack meetings are there?

There are 10 scheduled Pack meetings from Sept thru May.  Pack meetings are held once a month from Sept thru May.  Usually, Pack meetings are 1 - 1½ hrs in length, or dependent upon the scheduled activity.
It is required that a parent stay with their boy at all Pack meetings.  All family members are welcome at Pack meetings.

4. Where do we meet for the Pack meetings?

St Mary of the Hills School hall unless noted otherwise.  Start time is 7:00 pm. 
The Pack leaders ask that you arrive at 6:45 pm so we can start the meetings on time.

5. Where do we meet for the individual Den meetings?

Typically, Den meeting are held in the Den leaders home.  Some dens share the load by holding the den meetings in each scout's home.  

Each Den plans their own den meeting schedule, date, and time.

6. How many Den meetings are there?

The Den’s can meet as often as they want.  Your den leader will provide you with a den schedule.

7. How can I get my son to be in a Den with his friend?

We will try to accommodate as many requests as we can.  We try to limit the size of the dens so the den leaders can get through the planned den activity. 

It is the Den Leader's discretion whether or not an additional member can be added to their den.

8. What can I do to help my son’s den leader(s)?

Most rank activities are completed at home.  Parents can help their boy advance in rank by following the rank trail found in their handbooks.  Once your son has completed an activity / achievement, please sign your name to that activity as being completed.  
Use the activity sheet to indicate the activities your son has completed before the den meeting.  Include it in your son’s handbook.  This way, you will help the den leaders submit the list of your sons completed achievements to the Pack leaders who in turn will issue the awards ASAP.

9. Where do I buy my son his uniform and handbook?

There are two local scout shops.  Camp Sayer and the Scout shop in Brockton.  (See handout)

10. What events are planned this year?

See the Pack 2 schedule on line.

11. If I sign up for an event can I get a refund if I cannot make it?

Sorry, this is not possible.  Most events require non-refundable payments in advance for the number of registrants.  Therefore, if you sign up for an event and then find out you cannot make it; you can sell or give your reservation to someone else in the pack, but you are still responsible for the full cost/fee.

13. Who are the Den leaders?

Den Leaders will be introduced at the first Pack meeting.  Den Leaders are also listed on Pack 2’s web site.

14. What are Pack 2's fundraising activities?

Pack 2 has 1 fundraising activity that we urge 100% scout / family participation - The BSA popcorn fundraiser promotion.  Sales incentives include * prizes, free overnight credit, etc., and a beautiful sales participation patch and pin.

15. Does the Pack have a website?

16. Does the Pack publish a newsletter?

Yes, we publish a monthly newsletter.  

The newsletter is sent out via email, so it is important to provide us with your correct email address.  For those families w/o email, we will mail the newsletter to your home address.  Newsletters are also posted to our website.

17. Where do I sew on the patches / awards?

The scout handbooks describe where the patches / awards are to be placed.  Some, are what are called collectors patches and are to be displayed using a temporary patch holder.

18. What are the Cub Scout Ranks?

1st GRADE - TIGER CUBS

2nd GRADE - WOLF

3rd GRADE - BEAR

4th GRADE – 1ST YR WEBLOS

5th GRADE – 2ND YR WEBLOS

A boy can join at any grade.

Regardless of when your boy joins Pack 2, the first rank every scout must achieve is Bob Cat.  The Bob Cat rank trail is outlined in the beginning of every handbook

Each rank has its own handbook and its own set of requirements that need to be completed in order to complete rank.

Reception tentatively starts at 11:15 am immediately following the Mass in the lower church.  All religious awards are presented to those Scouts that have completed their religious award activities.
